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Resolution 77/27, adopted by the United Nations General Assembly on 1 December 2022, is entitled: "Sport as a factor for sustainable development".
As part of the implementation of this resolution and in order to facilitate young people's access to sports facilities, particular emphasis is being placed on the development of both grassroots and high-level sport, known as elite sport. 
In the Republic of Congo, our actions focused on:

Grassroots sport

1. the provision of sports equipment and materials to sports associations in the various departments. 

2. the development of sports facilities in schools. 
This action to develop local infrastructures contributes enormously to the detection of talent and to the encouragement of sporting vocations. 

3. the provision of teaching materials in schools, in order to generate enthusiasm for the practice of Sports Physical Education (PE), but also a means of enabling the teaching of quality PE. 

High-level sport or elite sport
1. Multifaceted support is provided to national sports federations, which allows them to participate in the various zonal, continental and international competitions.

2. Upgrading stadiums and other sports facilities to standards, in accordance with the specifications of the various international federations. It should be noted that this upgrade makes it possible to host the various zonal, continental and international competitions in several sports disciplines.
